Job Description
Provide support for the maintenance and cataloguing of publications and artifacts that reflect Illinois veterinary history. Provide feedback and support for the development of the Illinois Veterinary Heritage Collection and Information Commons at the University of Illinois - College of Veterinary Medicine.
Responsibilities
Review all historical items donated to the ISVMA and catalogue those pieces that are to be stored and eventually displayed in the Heritage Collection.
1. Develop policies for how items donated to ISVMA will be used and, if not used, how they will be disposed.
2. Provide for the safe maintenance of all historical items retained by ISVMA.
3. Provide feedback and support for the development of the Illinois Veterinary Heritage Collection and Information Commons.
Committee Composition
The committee will be appointed by the ISVMA President and will include veterinarians with an interest in, and knowledge of the history of veterinary medicine in Illinois and the publications and instruments used in veterinary practice. It shall also include people with expertise in cataloguing and utilizing stored information and artifacts.
Chairperson’s Responsibilities
Establish sufficient meeting dates to review the items donated for the Heritage Collection and work with committee members to catalogue and safely store the items not on display.
